Please feel free to ask any member of the
congregation for help if this is new to you.

This morning we will celebrate Holy Communion
Visitors who have not before received communion from Pastor
McCall are kindly asked to speak with him before Divine Service
begins and before approaching the altar for the first time.
Because Holy Communion is a confession of the faith which is
confessed at this altar and because those who eat and drink our
Lord’s body and blood unworthily do so to their great harm, it is
very important to speak with pastor before service if you desire
the Lord’s Body and Blood. Also, those who receive the Lord’s
Supper at Our Savior Evangelical Lutheran Church are baptized
Christians who have been instructed in and publicly confess the
Evangelical Lutheran faith. For these reasons, only menbers of this
congregation or sister congregations of the Lutheran Church-Missour: Synod
receive Holy Communion at this altar. If you have any questions
regarding the doctrine and practice of Closed Communion,

please talk to the pastor before or after the Divine Service.

THE HOLY GOSPEL ST. MATTHEW 6:24-34

The Lord be with you.
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The Holy Gospel according to St. Matthew, the sixth chapter.

I At that time, Jesus said, 24 “No one can serve two masters, for either
he will hate the one and love the other, or he will be devoted to
the one and despise the other. You cannot serve God and money.

25 “Therefore I tell you, do not be anxious about your life, what
you will eat or what you will drink, nor about your body, what
you will put on. Is not life more than food, and the body more
than clothing? 26 Look at the birds of the air: they neither sow
nor reap nor gather into barns, and yet your heavenly Father
feeds them. Are you not of more value than they? 27 And which
of you by being anxious can add a single hour to his span of life?
28 And why are you anxious about clothing? Consider the lilies of
the field, how they grow: they neither toil nor spin, 2yet I tell
you, even Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed like one of
these. 30 But if God so clothes the grass of the field, which today
is alive and tomorrow is thrown into the oven, will he not much
more clothe you, O you of little faith? 31 Therefore do not be
anxious, saying, ‘What shall we eat?” or “‘What shall we drink?” or
‘What shall we wear?” 32TFor the Gentiles seek after all these
things, and your heavenly Father knows that you need them all.
33 But seek first the kingdom of God and his righteousness, and
all these things will be added to you.

34 “Therefore do not be anxious about tomorrow, for tomorrow
will be anxious for itself. Sufficient for the day is its own
trouble.”
