For these
reasons, only members of this congregation or sister congregations of the Lutheran
Church-Missouri Synod receive Holy Communion at this altar. If you
have any questions regarding the doctrine and practice of Closed
Communion, please talk to the pastor before or after the Divine
Service.

THE OLD TESTAMENT DANIEL 7:9-14

In those days the prophet Daniel spoke, saying: “I watched till thrones
were put in place, and the Ancient of Days was seated; His
garment was white as snow, and the hair of His head was like
pure wool. His throne was a fiery flame, its wheels a burning fire;
a fiery stream issued and came forth from before Him. A
thousand thousands ministered to Him; ten thousand times ten
thousand stood before Him.

Dearly Beloved: Know this first: that scoffers will come in the last
days, walking according to their own lusts, and saying, “Where is
the promise of His coming? For since the fathers fell asleep, all
things continue as they were from the beginning of creation.”
For this they willfully forget: that by the word of God the
heavens were of old, and the earth standing out of water and in
the water, by which the world that then existed perished, being
flooded with water. But the heavens and the earth which are now
preserved by the same word, are reserved for fire until the day of
judgment and perdition of ungodly men. But, beloved, do not

forget this one thing, that with the Lord one day is as a thousand
years, and a thousand years as one day. The Lord is not slack
concerning His promise, as some count slackness, but is
longsuffering toward us, not willing that any should perish but
that all should come to repentance. But the day of the Lord will
come as a thief in the night, in which the heavens will pass away
with a great noise, and the elements will melt with fervent heat;
both the earth and the works that are in it will be burned up.
Therefore, since all these things will be dissolved, what manner
of persons ought you to be in holy conduct and godliness,
looking for and hastening the coming of the day of God,
because of which the heavens will be dissolved, being on fire,
and the elements will melt with fervent heat? Nevertheless we,
according to His promise, look for new heavens and a new earth
in which righteousness dwells. Therefore, beloved, looking
torward to these things, be diligent to be found by Him in peace,
without spot and blameless, in Christ Jesus our Lord.

was sick and you visited Me; I was in prison and you came to
Me. Then the righteous will answer Him, saying, ‘Lord, when did
we see You hungry and feed You, or thirsty and give You drink?
When did we see You a stranger and take You in, or naked and
clothe You? Or when did we see You sick, or in prison, and
come to You?” And the King will answer and say to them,
‘Assuredly, I say to you, inasmuch as you did it to one of the least
of these My brethren, you did it to Me.” Then He will also say to
those on the left hand, ‘Depart from Me, you cursed, into the
everlasting fire prepared for the devil and his angels: for I was
hungry and you gave Me no food; I was thirsty and you gave Me
no drink; I was a stranger and you did not take Me in, naked and

you did not clothe Me, sick and in prison and you did not visit
Me. Then they also will answer Him, saying, ‘Lord, when did we
see You hungry or thirsty or a stranger or naked or sick or in
prison, and did not minister to You?’ Then He will answer them,
saying, ‘Assuredly, I say to you, inasmuch as you did not do it to
one of the least of these, you did not do it to Me.” And these will
go away into everlasting punishment, but the righteous into
eternal life.”
