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On receiving the Lord’s Supper: Our congregation is a member of
The Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod (LCMS), a family of
congregations that pledge themselves to believe, teach, and confess
the same faith. We believe that we are given a great responsibility
to commune only those persons who are members of our
confessional fellowship. We practice closed communion to exhibit
unity in faith (Acts 2:42), to guard the uninstructed against a
reception of the sacrament that will be harmful to them (1
Corinthians 11:27-29), and to keep the pastor from having to make
“divine” decisions by determining who is a believer and who is not
(2 Timothy 2:19). Therefore, we ask that only LCMS members, or
members of churches in fellowship with us, commune at the altar
of this church. We want to express our sincere welcome to our
guests and assure them that we practice closed communion for
their spiritual welfare. Guests desiring to learn more about our

beliefs are asked to speak with our pastor.

Passiontide extends through Holy Week and the Triduum (“three
holy days”—which includes Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, and
Holy Saturday). At the conclusion of the Maundy Thursday service
the altar will be stripped, the sanctuary decorations, such as the
candelabra, paraments, etc., will be removed. Even the altar crucifix
will be carried out. All that will be left in the sanctuary are the pieces
of furniture, laid bare. The intensity builds from now until the
Easter Vigil when we finally arrive at the empty tomb but not at an
empty altar.

THE GLORIA IN EXCELSIS and chanting of the ordinaries return in
tonight’s Divine Service as we take the first of three steps in the
Triduum to joyfully arrive at the Great Easter Vigil on Saturday

night.
