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SERVICE NOTES

There is no Invocation at the Vigil and the service begins quietly,
without bells or Prelude. While the Easter texts and great event are
very much in view, the real height of the service is the Holy
Communion as announced with the ancient versicle, “Christ is
risen! He is risen, indeed. Alleluial”
The Service is comprised of six parts: The Services of The (1) Light,
(2) Readings, (3) Holy Baptism, (4) Prayer, (5) Word, and (6) Holy
Communion.

GENERAL DIRECTIONS
The congregation gathers in the Parish Hall. All are given unlit
candles. Once the Paschal Candle is blessed and lit, you may light
your candle from it or from someone else’s flame as the light is
shared.

To genuflect is to kneel briefly on either one knee or two, down to a
kneeler/ stool or to the ground, then rising again almost immediately. This
orchestrated congregational ceremony is unigue to Good Friday Chief Service
and the Great Easter Vigil. In this context, genuflecting itself is understood
as a form of prayer. At the direction of the Pastor, we genuflect and then rise.
If it is too difficult for you to genuflect and stand back up immediately, please
remain standing and sinmply bow as able at the times noted GENUFLECT.

The Service of Holy Baptism is always celebrated
at the Vigil as a remembrance of Baptism.

On this holiest of nights, the whole Church of our Lord Jesus
Christ recalls His death and burial, rejoicing with great joy in the
Gospel of His glorious and mighty Resurrection from the dead.
The Apostle Paul says: “Do you not know that all of us who have
been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death? We
were buried therefore with Him by baptism into death, in order

united with Him in a death like His, we shall certainly be united
with Him in a resurrection like His.
